A technical session is being held on February 27th to finalize settlement talks.  This is expected to be the last technical session before Purchase of Receivables goes to the MA Department of Public Utilities to issue an Order.
EDI 7 Day Schedule for National Grid

National Grid queried the Suppliers as they are looking to move from a 5 day EDI schedule to a 7 day EDI schedule.  Since this would be a costly effort for the Suppliers, National Grid will meet with IS to discuss keeping the existing 5 Day Schedule.
Account Number Changes
GDF Suez requested a mechanism to notify Suppliers when an account number has been changed in two scenarios:

· Bankruptcy

· Account Meter Rate Change that results in Account Number Change

It was requested the utilities formulate one process to handle these account number changes.
Notes on how utilities handle bankruptcy:

WMECO – manually updates to transfer supplier to new account and send usage

NGRID automatically enrolls supplier on new account

Suggestions were made to introduce a new Drop Reason Code for Bankruptcy and also some sort of other transaction showing the account number change and referencing the old account number (REF45) so supplier can tie them together.  (Change transaction, Reinstatement, Seamless Move?).
